Online Mentoring Program

The first career and job search web site for internationally-trained professionals in Ontario is offering an online mentoring program to assist newcomers in regulated professionals to access sector-specific information and relevant employment in their fields. The web-based mentoring program matches internationally-trained professional newcomers with volunteer mentors who have the professional experience in Ontario to guide mentees in making informed career choices. All communication takes place electronically. 

How does Online Mentoring help?

The Online mentoring program connects internationally-trained professionals and Canadian professionals online. Mentors help internationally-trained professionals gain access to their fields by providing:

· Current labour market information

· Professional online networking opportunities

· Targeted job search strategies

· Knowledge of Canadian business practices, workplace culture, and professional requirements

· Support through the professional licensing process

How does Online Mentoring work?

· Participants are matched specifically with a professional who has knowledge of sector-specific skill competencies, licensing issues, Canadian workplace and professional culture.

· The matches are four months and are based on the qualifications and experience of the mentor and mentee.

· Online training workshops are provided to mentors and mentees to support the mentoring relationship.

· Mentors provide mentees with relevant information about their profession and offer networking contacts

What are the eligibility requirements?

Clients must have:

· A professional qualification from outside Canada.
· No Canadian work experience in their professional field.
· Resided in Canada three years or less.
· Completed a Job Search Workshop or more extensive Job Search Preparation program and/or: individual work with an employment or career counselor. This should include a reviewed professional resume, interviewing skills, an understanding of the labour market and of job search techniques to ensure that they are adequate to the Canadian work culture environment.

· English level of LINC 5 or equivalent.

Mentee applicants who meet the eligibility criteria must be able to communicate electronically and must be referred to the program by an employment or settlement agency in Ontario.
