            MANUFACTURING - PRODUCTION ENGINEER/TECHNICIAN

Duties & Responsibilities:
1. Conduct time studies on select operations in order to determine machine cycle times, and other elemental times of a machine and work cell operation.

2. Evaluate elemental times, methods and procedures, and recommend operational improvements in order to shorten cycle times and improve productivity and efficiency.

3. Identify operational delays, both direct and indirect, and recommend improvements in order to reduce and eliminate these delays.

4. Conduct time studies on tooling changeovers in order to reduce the time required, and recommend the improvements required to attain reduced tooling changeover times.

5. Identify and evaluate equipment and tooling deficiencies such as worn components, etc. that cause delays and make recommendations to eliminate them.

6. Identify other undesirable effects and problems in an operation, degree of difficulty in performing a task, lack of resources such as tools and miscellaneous items, etc., and make recommendations to correct, eliminate, and reduce these negative effects.

7. Implement the recommended improvements as required with the assistance of Brake Pro personnel.

8. Perform and undertake other assignments within the manufacturing departments as instructed and directed.

Reporting Structure:

The candidate will report to the Plant Superintendent and/or Shift Supervisor, and will interface with other departmental personnel such as Engineering, Maintenance, Quality Control, etc. as required. 

Hours of Operation:
Generally 7:30 AM through to 4:00 PM, with a half hour lunch, but on occasion it may be necessary to work on alternate shifts in order to obtain the necessary information in order to accomplish an assignment, and to implement improvements in the operation.
